We had a 4H group visit and conducted an “experience archery session” The kids and those involved had a really good time. Because of BANS involvement with Youth initiatives, we were able to secure eight hundred dollars in funding from Sport and Recreation to continue this work. This experience archery session was an easy way to expose kids to archery, 3d target and a little about hunting. We also paid for two children of members to take the bow-hunting course and AANS and BIANS jump in and paid for 2 more each. This is a great start to getting kids out and involved in hunting!

This year’s Hunting Regulation Summaries were not out until September which caused confusion for the bear hunters of our group. Eventually the Stamps, licenses were gotten out and so far there have been a number of successful bear hunters. Part of the reason the Summaries were late were changes to the regulations for zone 2a. As September 14th, these changes aren’t finalized, so watch for a Public Statement from DNR in a newspaper near you in the very near future.

Another change for 2008 is crossbows are now legal to hunt deer only, during the regular open season IF you currently are both firearms and bow hunter trained or qualified.

Our AGM is October 19th, 11 am at the Lion’s Den in Sackville. Please try to attend as this is own only meeting this year and there are lots of things to talk about.

Good luck in the upcoming seasons and have a good safe hunting season

Significant Changes for 2008

Hunting

1. Use of crossbow by certified hunters is now legal for hunting deer only, during the General Open Season for Hunting Deer. See page 66, number 2.

2. Beginning this year, companion moose licence holders maybe 16 and 17 years of age provided that while hunting they are under the immediate supervision of a responsible adult of 18 years of age or older who is certified to hunt wildlife in Nova Scotia with a firearm or bow. See page 21, number 4.

3. Bear snaring season for licensed furharvesters has been extended to the first Saturday of December. See page 11.

4. Persons hunting in zone 2A during the Special Open Season for Bowhunting Deer and the Youth Season for Hunting Deer do not require an Antlerless Deer Hunting Stamp to hunt antlerless deer.

5. Persons who have legally harvested an antlerless deer within Deer Management Zone 2A, during the Special Open Season for Bowhunting Deer or during the Youth Season for Hunting Deer, or as holders of a zone 2A Antlerless Deer Hunting Stamp may apply for a Zone 2A Bonus Deer Hunting Stamp, authorizing that person to take a second deer from within Zone 2A. See pages 57 and 58.

6. The minimum age a person can take the Nova Scotia Guide Training has been lowered to 16. See page 80, number 1.
Furharvesting

1. Beaver bag limits have been increased in all zones.See page 26.

2. The use of snares under ice for capturing beaver and other aquatic furbearers is now permitted within 300 yards of dwellings. See page 34, number 10.

3. Licensed Furharvesters and bear snarers can appoint partners to check traps and snares. See page 29.

4. The list of approved body gripping traps for certain species has been updated. See page 35.

THE DEER TICK

“Ixodes dammini” is responsible for most of the cases of Lyme disease. These ticks are found in grassy areas (including lawns), and in brushy, shrubby and woodland sites, even on warm winter days. They prefer areas where some moisture is present
HOW TO AVOID TICK BITES

When out doors several precautions can minimize your chances of being bitten.

  Tuck your pant legs into your socks and your shirt into your pants. 

  Wear light colored clothing. Dark ticks are more easily spotted against a light background. 

  Inspect clothes often for ticks. Have a companion inspect your back. 

  Apply repellents according to label instructions. Applying directly to clothing appears to be most effective. 

  Upon returning to the home remove clothing and wash or put it in the dryer for 30 minutes to kill any ticks.

Season and Rut Phase Definitions



Early Season - Early season is when most archery seasons are in. You will see buck in bachelor groups feeding and traveling together. Buck pay little attention to doe. The doe will still be with their fawns. Deer are feeding heavily getting ready for the rut.

Pre Rut - Pre Rut is when you start seeing scrapes underneath over hanging branches or a buck scent checking a doe to see if she is in estrus. You may also see buck sparing with each other. Buck rubs will start to appear.

Rut - The Rut is when a buck no longer tends his scrapes and you start to see leaves in the scrapes, the buck is now out chasing doe. In different regions of the country most doe in the area will all come into estrus around the same time. This is best described as the Peak of the Rut. You will see bucks chasing does, you could even see more than one buck chasing a doe. You will see bucks doing things they would not normally do like crossing a wide open field in the middle of the day.

Post Rut - Post Rut is when the Rut is over and most of the does have been bred. At this time bucks will go back feeding hard to build their body fat back up to get ready for the up coming winter. This time period is also a time of rest because bucks have been not eating, chasing doe and fighting with other buck for weeks. They are just plum worn out.

Estrous Cycle - This may vary in days but it is usually around 27 to 28 days.

Estrous Period – This may vary in hours but it is usually around a 24 hour period when a doe is receptive and will stand for a buck to breed her.

NOVA SCOTIA BIG GAME HISTORY

DEER

· WHITE TAIL DEER IN NOVA SCOTIA PREDATE THE EUROPEAN SETTLERS THAT ARRIVED IN THE 1700’s.

· WHITE TAIL ARE SOUTHERN CLIMATE ANIMALS, COLD CLIMATE CHANGE FORCED THEM TO MIGRATE SOUTH, AND CARIBOU AND MOOSE ROAMED FREELY THROUGHOUT NS.

· AS A RESULT OF EUROPEAN SETTLERS DEVELOPING WILDLIFE AREAS AND CLIMATE WARMING CARIBOU MOVED OUT OF NS AND WERE COMPLETELY GONE BY THE 1920’s.
· IN THE 1890’S WHITE TAIL DEER WERE RE-INTRODUCED TO SOUTHERN NS WHILE SOME MIGRATED FROM NEW BRUNSWICK AND MAIN, BY 1904 THEY HAD SPREAD TO ALL COUNTIES ON THE MAINLAND.
· IN 1911 THE FIRST DEER WERE REPORTED ON CAPE BRETON ISLAND.
· IN 1916 MAINLAND DEER HUNTING WAS LEGALISED, AND 1922 IN RICHMOND COUNTY ON CAPE BRETON ISLAND. THE DEER POPULATION PEAKED IN 1986 THEN STARTED TO DECLINE BECAUSE OF HARSH WINTERS, LOSS OF HABITAT AND POACHING; THE EARLY 1990’s BROUGHT THE ANTLERLESS DEER DRAW TO DESIGNATED AREAS.
MOOSE
-     MOOSE ARE A MEMBER OF THE DEER FAMILY.

· THE GROWING DEER POPULATION BROUGHT A PARISITE (BRAIN WORM) REFERED TO AS - MOOSE SICKNESS, CAUSING THEM TO STOP EATING AND LOOSE THEIR FEAR OF HUMANS.  OVER HUNTING AND POACHING ALSO PLAYED A MAJOR ROLE.
· IN THE LATE 1800’s THE NATIVE MOOSE ON CAPE BRETON ISLAND BECAME EXTINCT.
· 1936 MAINLAND MOOSE HUNTING WAS BANNED IN THE WESTERN PART OF THE PROVINCE AND 1981 IN THE EASTERN ARES. MAINLAND MOOSE ARE NOW LISTED AS ENDANGERED WITH A HERD OF LESS THAN 1000.
· IN 1947  (18) ALBERTA MOOSE WERE RELEASED ON CAPE BRETON ISLAND, TODAY THEIR NUMBERS ARE OVER 5000, UNFORTUNATELY THEY  ARE A DIFFERENT SUB-SPECIES AND CANNOT BREED WITH THE NATIVE MAINLAND MOOSE.
· IN 1986 A LOTTERY STYLE MOOSE DRAW WAS STARTED TO MANAGE THE ANNUAL MOOSE HARVEST.
BLACK BEAR
· FROM THE TIME THE EUROPEAN SETTLERS ARRIVED THEY CONSIDERED BLACK BEAR A THREAT TO AGRICULTURE AND PEOPLE, THERE ARE RECORDS OF BOUNTYS ON BEAR FROM 1909 – 1966.
· IN THE 1970’s CONCERN GREW FOR THE DECLINING BEAR POPULATION IN NOVA SCOTIA.
· IN 1988 BLACK BEAR WERE RECOGNIZED AS A BIG GAME ANIMAL AND A REGULATED HUNTING SEASON WAS STARTED.
Participation in hunting, as a recreational pursuit, is an intensely personal choice, based on one's interests, system of values, educational and cultural background, and experiences and attitudes. Those persons who do choose to hunt are required by law to comply with an array of regulatory procedures, and by tradition and peer group pressure to act responsibly and ethically.
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
